The Seaside Gardener

“Spring is icumen.” The change of the seasons
is perceptible now -- can you see it? More importantly,
can you feel it? With the rebirth going on all around us,
it’s natural to experience a sense of rejuvenation and
hopefulness.

While the weather report isn’t exactly blissful, I'd
rather the rain than snow and the climbing temperatures
are encouraging. Early March has been living up to its
reputation “in like a lion” but we can expect that to tame
so that it lives up to the other part of the proverb “out like
alamb.”

Even the common adolescent takes note as my
students brighten when the sun shines and then deflate
when the temperatures dip. Agreed, everything is more
tolerable with the sun. And subtle changes are happening:
more birdsong, catkins on the hazelnut tree, and a softer
feeling in the air that says spring is almost here.

These awakenings travel to our nerve centers
and elicit responses. For the gardener, it’s time to begin
another cycle of planting as nature reinvents itself again.
Nature’s clock has been fast forwarded, urging us to make
contact with the ground and nurture what is growing.

This first session in the garden may not appear
romantic - a hunched figure in coveralls overseeing a
brown canvas with a few green splotches doing mundane
tasks. But for the gardener who has been inside for too
long, it is a thrilling time of abandon. The mind cranks
ahead, not seeing a drab patch of dirt with tattered
remains of last year’s plants, but rather the garden that
will be. You're getting acquainted all over again with a
place that holds some of your innermost dreams. You try
to comprehend how this or that grew so large, recalling
how tiny it was when you planted it several years ago.
Even the obnoxious weeds like onion grass bring a
momentary smile. It is nearly spring and you are in step.

And, as every year when you first venture out,

there are memory lapses. It's unlikely that every plant you
put in the ground is memorized, so there will be markers
or the plants themselves as reminders. The loop along the
front border where I introduced new perennials last year

I can only half recall. I will just have to wait to see what
comes up where.

Then there is another kind of memory game or
gap, known as “name that plant.” It is a plant whose
name you know as well as the names of your children.
But for a second or two it’s gone. You stare at the leaves
and all you can think of is romaine lettuce. Let’s see,
verbascum? No, too early. Foxglove? Still early. Then it
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rises up and trippingly comes off the tongue: primula! Oh
yes, with unique green flowers! It’s like seeing someone
familiar in an unexpected setting. A snag in the old mental
rolodex. Spring is also for oiling the mind.

I always take pleasure in the simple things -
rediscovering lost plants or uncovering their markers,
finding plants that have survived... I wonder if the
nigella will come back? ...and the occasional item that has
nothing to do with gardening (namely plastic dinosaurs
and long-lost plastic Easter eggs). These revive memories
of the summer long past and reinforce the idea that
gardening is ongoing and not fixed.

Enjoy springing forward!

250 Years Since The Evacuation of Boston
This Week in Revolutionary War History

This week in Revolutionary War history, let’s
check up on what was going on 250 years ago in and
around the colonial Province of Massachusetts Bay. Last
week, the victor of the stalemate at Boston had been
decided by the force of cannons. For nearly a week,
artillery, brought by Colonel Henry Knox roughly 300
miles from Ticonderoga, rained down balls of cast iron on
the city. The British, under lead of General William Howe,
had announced their intention to leave on March 10, 1776.
The four Boston Selectman trudged out to inform the
Continental Army of this decision a few days later. The
British continue to bunker down in the city, awaiting the
stormy weather to turn in their favor.

March 14, 1776, was a busy one, with the
Continental Army awaiting any move by the British or
any confirmation they are in fact leaving. General George
Washington writes to Major General Charles Lee in New
York, informing Lee of the successes so far, “The enemy
were thrown into the utmost consternation when they
perceived the next morning what had been effected the
preceding night and made preparations to dislodge
us - but a very heavy storm of wind and rain frustrated

their designs.” His main message for writing, however, is
highlighted by him continuing, “It is most probably their
destination is for New York.”

Though he has not yet said it, Washington is
under stress as he feels must hasten the capture of Boston
and immediately march west to defend New York City
from counterattack. He concludes his message to Lee, “I
am much pleased with your plans for the defense and
security of New York,” and tells him of his continuing
mission to recruit more troops and send them to the
city. That same day, he writes to Major General William
Alexander, known as “Lord Stirling” due to his prolonged
claim to a Scottish title. He tells this Major General that
he is sure General Howe is to depart eminently, but adds,

“I am of the opinion that New York is their destination.”
He warns that the British must not be allowed to

capture New York, and refers to Boston, saying, “So

long possession of the town of Boston, against and army
superior in numbers, and animated with the noble spirit
of liberty, I say you may judge by that, how much easier
it is to keep an enemy from forming a lodgment in a place
than it will be to dispossess them.” He signs off, finishing
with, “the fate of America depends on you and the army
under your command.”

Back to Boston, in his General Orders for the day,
Washington warns that he has received word from his
intelligence network that the British may be trying to get
Smallpox to spread throughout the city, thus, to ravage
the Continental Army after the city’s capture. He tells
men and their officers to follow instructions to the letter,
and demands “the strictest obedience” to avoid the pox’s
spread.

On March 15, finally, the wind and weather are
deemed favorable for departure. Boston’s four Selectman
are summoned by General Howe. They are told the

British are to embark today and will leave no man behind.

He instructs the Selectman to ensure civilians remain
inside during this time. If there is heavy resistance, either
from without or within the city, Howe says his men will
raze the city. Before the departure can be underway,
however, the wild weather of late-winter swings again,
again delaying the operation.
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Lieutenant Colonel Joseph Reed, confidant to
Washington, writes to congratulate the general, while
also poking for news. He says, “We shall be very anxious
for further accounts as these have left you at a critical
point of suspense when we are led to expect some very
important change may soon happen.” These important
changes were happening, though unfortunately for Reed
in Philadelphia, he would still have a number of days to
wait to get the news.

March 16 was a lousy day for both sides.
Torrential rain battered the troops and turned roads into
impassable mud heaps. Over one-hundred British ships
rock back and forth in the harbor, not quite able to fulfill
their goal.

That is until March 17. The British sought not to
wait longer, as this day marked a week since Howe made
the decision to leave Boston. Before the sun would even
rise, at 4:00 am, the British began their evacuation, finally
seeing a break in the constant storms. It took around five
hours, and by 9:00 am, the British were out of the city.

Over 8,000 troops, 667 women, 553 children,
around 1,100 loyalist Bostonians and Massachusetts
refugees departed on between 120 and 170 Royal Navy
ships. The total number being over 11,000 departing,
making it roughly equivalent to over 2/3 the modern-
day population of the Tri-Town leaving over such a
short period of time. Records indicate the Royal Navy
was comprised of around 250 ships at the start of the
Revolution, making it likely that half the force was
present in Boston Harbor for what would be known as
“Evacuation Day.”

The siege had begun just following the Battles
of Concord and Lexington on April 19, 1775. It finally
concluded roughly 333 days later. It would also be just
over six years after the Boston Massacre, which occurred
on March 5, 1770.

The Continental Army under Major General
Artemis Ward were apprehensive in their entrance to
the city. He initially led with troops already previously
exposed to smallpox, though the rest of the band would
enter the battered city in the following days.

Washington had been constantly thinking
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ahead, beyond Boston. On March 16, the day before the
evacuation, he had written Colonel Jeduthan Baldwin to
leave Massachusetts and “proceed immediately” to New
York. He is already pivoting to the location of the next
standoff. His General Orders for March 17 were simple
and only one sentence: “The regiments under marching
orders, to march tomorrow at sunrise.”

What of the 11,000 evacuees? The Redcoats
themselves would regroup in Canada, namely Halifax.
Of the loyalists, many would settle in London. Others
made Canada their new home, where in New Brunswick,
the large swell of loyalist settlers would lead to the
unification of two neighboring cities, Parrtown and
Carleton, into Saint John, NB.

The capture of Boston by the Americans and the
evacuation of the British would mostly put an end to any
large-scale conflict in New England. The southern shore
would continue to be a target for naval skirmishes and
raids. However, the British targets would mostly move
to the south, except for the Battle of Rhode Island, which
occurred in 1778. We'll get there in a couple years...

So, as Washington marches west, Massachusetts
captured and Crown driven out, let’s take a quick peak at
what the other notable figures of the time are up to.

Benedict Arnold is still in the slowly-thawing
north. He maintains a presence in the outskirts of
Quebec City, though any siege or blockade of the city is

virtually impossible. He is to be replaced in April and will

subsequently fight in other battles in the border region as
he makes his way south.

The Adams’s, both John and Samuel, are
Massachusetts Delegates to the Continental Congress
in Philadelphia. Both men express their impatience
and are at this time pushing for a formal declaration
of independence by the colonies. Thomas Jefferson is a
Delegate from Virginia and finds himself in the company
of John Adams in their desire for independence. The two
men would become close friends around this time.

Seventy-year-old Benjamin Franklin has served
as the first Postmaster General. He is also a Pennsylvania
Delegate to the congress. He also convenes with the pro-
independence faction.

The smith Paul Revere has traveled back and
forth from Philadelphia and Massachusetts and recently
opened America’s second powder mill in Canton, MA,
tackling the continuing lack of gunpowder. He would
mark his return to Boston on March 21, a few days after
the evacuation.

John Hancock maintains his presidency over
the congress, having recently married Dorothy Quincy
and having his first child. He has largely worked behind
the scenes, securing funds, army volunteers, and other
support for Washington’s army.

Looking a bit to the future, we have some

popular figured not yet touched upon that will soon show

themselves in the chronology. Aaron Burr and Alexander
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Hamilton are both currently in New York City, with both
men soon showing their importance as the battle comes to
them.

An eighteen-year-old Marquis de La Fayette, or
just Lafayette, is in Paris and has expressed his immense
personal support for the American cause, all while the
French monarch eyes involvement.

This weekly column will go on, though most
Revolutionary War events will shift outside our home in New
England proper. 1, the author, will do my best to continue to
scavenge the records and will relate back what I can find on the
history of our home as I come across relevant information.
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ORR Budgeting with Superintendent
Marion Finance Committee

The Marion Finance Committee, in their mission
to square away the Fiscal Year 2027 budget, met with
Old Rochester Regional Superintendent of Schools Mike
Nelson and Assistant Superintendent Howie Barber on
March 12 to go over school budgets across the Tri-Town:
specifically, ORR and Sippican.

They began by highlighting big changes going
forward into the next school year/fiscal year. Nelson
began by mentioning the total yearly budget would
be $5,360,000, which had been pushed down closer to
$5,100,000 per request from the FinCom. There have been

¢
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two major changes, Nelson said, since the last time the
committee saw the budget.

“There has been some changes, fundamentally,”
said Nelson. “We have firmed up our projections around
enrollment, knowing our kindergarten numbers.” He also
referenced Special Education needs, which have been
accounted for in the revised budget. He also said from
the previous budget that the FinCom saw, there has since
been the removal of two full-time employees.

Barber would state the current budget has not yet
been approved by the school committee, though this is
what will be presented to them. He also clarified that the
mentioned loss of full-time employee positions, or FTE’s,
would not incur any active job cuts as they “are not going
to be impacted by active staff. We have enrollments, and
because of the attrition ... the steps and levels of those,
the staff members are and so forth, it allows us to make
these updates without impacting staff that are currently in
our bargaining groups.”

That is to say, these positional cuts will not affect
any active staff and would instead only affect future
postings. Barber reiterated that these proposals would
not impact any staff members. There is one retirement
and one transfer, meaning those positions would not
retroactively be filled.

The superintendent went on to refer to a “steady
decline” in enrolment. He mentioned rising costs, saying,
“I understand it may be hard for a lot of families or young
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families to move into the Tri-Town.” He’d add, referring
to future enrolment, “I don’t see a big spike coming in the
near future.”

Funding for DIBELS (Dynamic Indicators of Basic
Early Literacy Skills) was also brought up, which serves
as a screener for literacy levels that then, in turn, allows
for early intervention. Nelson stated it was, “to see if kids
are progressing where they should developmentally.”

He added the three-year grant that covered DIBELS is
now expired. He said the schools cannot go without this
program due to state Department of Elementary and
Secondary Education (DESE) regulation. Therefore, the
program will now have to be paid without state or federal
assistance.

FinCom member Shay Assad said he noticed
legal costs on the budget were up 25%, asking, “do you
anticipate some issue that you've got to deal with?”
Barber responded, saying historical, legal costs have
continued to rise without the budget thus far accounting
for the gradual change. He clarified it is based on a
potential need without citing any exact legal challenge in
the future.

Next, the large jump in costs for a school
psychologist were brought up, from $66,000 to $103,000.
Nelson said they had been unable to hire in that crucial
position, necessitating it be contracted out either “retirees
or companies that will do psychological assessments that
we are required to do.”

He would follow up, saying, “Point blank, there
are certain positions that are very difficult to fill for school
districts. School nurses, speech and language pathologists,
and school psychologists are the top three, in my humble
opinion, and we do not think it makes fiscal sense to
continue to budget at a step-two, step-three (level), which
is what we do with classroom teachers. So, with a school
psychologist, we believe that we need to be fiscally
responsible and have a more realistic job-salary range. We
think it actually will save money compared to contracting
out for each.”

For further increased costs, Barber would
mention the new health insurance provider, Mayflower,
highlighting increased premium costs would be around
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$420,000, though this will rise or fall depending on
enrollment numbers.

The next meeting of the Marion Finance
Committee was scheduled for Wednesday, March 18 at
6:00 pm where the committee was to discuss the Town
Meeting Warrant.

COA, Library Conclude Budget Talks
Mattapoisett Select Board

The March 10 meeting of the Mattapoisett Select
Board was an opportunity for the board to thank all
first responders and town departments that aided the
community before, during and after the Blizzard of 2026.
Member Tyler Macallister said that other nearby towns
had not fared as well as Mattapoisett had when it came to
responding to the historic storm.

Town Administrator Mike Lorenco also referred
to the storm when he presented for the board’s approval a
backdated emergency proclamation to be sent to the state,
giving the town the option of applying for federal monies
to help with offsetting expenses related to storm cleanup.
The proclamation notes February 2 through February 24
as the timeframe of the emergency order. It will now be
sent to the state.

In other business, the board met to discuss
the FY27 budgets for the Mattapoisett Library and the
Council on Aging.

Macallister asked COA Director Sandra Landry
to think about what she could do if she had a larger
budget and more space. He acknowledged that the town’s
population was weighted towards persons over the age
of 60, and Landry said that 1,174 individuals have been
served. Landry said that her department has two clerks
and nine drivers primarily supported by a formula grant
that provides $16 for each resident over the age of 60.
Recent calculation placed the grant at $52,000.

Landry went on to say that the grant also
supports enrichment programming, including exercise
classes, painting, movies, and many others. Of particular
note were programs geared towards educating seniors
about internet fraud.
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Landry also stated that, with the support of the
Friends of the Mattapoisett Library, such offerings as the
monthly newsletter helps to keep seniors connected and
informed.

Library Director Jenny Martin said that after
several months of reorganization and a general overall
going through materials, especially items in the Marine
Room, the library is ready “to fly.” She said one of the
issues facing the library is staffing. Retirements and
medical considerations have diminished the number
of people with strong library skills. Martin said she
understands the importance of staying within budgets;
however, she pointed out how much more the library
could do with more coverage.

Mattapoisett’s total operating budget presently
stands at just north of $37,000,000. Lorenco said that
some $47,000 needs to be trimmed but thinks it would be
attainable. All town budgets have now been submitted,
he said, with some tweaking needed.

Before closing the meeting, Macallister asked the
board to consider holding Town Meeting on a Saturday
afternoon. He believes that Town Meeting attendance
would be greater if moved to a Saturday afternoon versus
evening sessions. He moved that the board place it on
the Spring Town Meeting Warrant for a vote. He noted
that, after a recent Special Town Meeting was held with
outstanding participation, he had heard from many
voters that Saturday would work better.

Member Jodi Bauer was not in favor of the
change, saying that it would interfere with other family
schedules. Macallister said that the board could take up
the matter at the next board meeting.

Earlier, Macallister said that the town will soon
begin the process of seeking easements for the Village
Roads project.

The next meeting of the Mattapoisett Select Board
is planned for Tuesday, March 24.

Fewer Students Means Mixed Results
Rochester Select Board

The Rochester Select Board heard from Town
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Administrator Cameron Durant on the status of the FY27
school budget during its meeting on Monday night.

Durant reported Old Colony Regional Vocational-
Technical High School’s overall FY27 budget to its five
member towns will be a 4.8% increase, yet Rochester’s
share will be a $260,000 reduction because the town is
sending 22 fewer students there.

Meanwhile, the Old Rochester Regional School
District budget will see a 6.8% increase, or an $860,000
budget increase, that the town will be asked to spend over
its FY26 budget, though Rochester will have 20 fewer
students at ORR in the next school year.

Durant noted the town budget is still facing
currently a $450,000 deficit. “The Rochester Memorial
School’s next budget meeting was scheduled for March
25,” he said. “I've asked them to postpone that meeting to
await additional discussion.”

Regarding state funding for schools, Durant
announced the town’s Chapter 90 program funding
for FY27 will be $531,477. Durant noted this is a slight
reduction over last year.

In other action, the Select Board approved Police
Chief Michael Assad’s recommendation to appoint
two new full-time police patrol officers with extensive
backgrounds, Paul M. Douglas and Christopher Coyman,
at the board’s meeting on Monday night.

Douglas, Assad said, has 25 years of experience in
corrections and multi-agency enforcement operations. He
is currently a deputy sheriff with the Plymouth County’s
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Bureau of Criminal Investigations and a deputy with the
US Marshals Service with a top-secret security clearance.
Coyman is currently a deputy sheriff /identification officer
for the Plymouth County Sheriff’s Department Bureau

of Criminal Investigations. He’s also a special police
officer with the Pembroke Police Department and a crisis
negotiator with the Southeastern Massachusetts Law
Enforcement Council.

As former Bristol County Sheriff Thomas
Hodgson and a roomful of other supporters looked on,
Assad started by noting the Rochester Police Department
has lost two officers to job transfers. One officer has taken
a position with the New Bedford Police Department. The
other has decided to step away from law enforcement
work to pursue “other” opportunities. “These transitions
provide us with the opportunity to bring in new officers
who are fully committed to the mission of the Rochester
Police Department,” he said.

The board appointed Carol Hardy to the Events
Committee.

The board approved the Tour de Creme route
through town on May 31 and the Patriot Half Triathlon’s
town route on June 13.

The board chose Paul Ciaburri as its
representative on the Acushnet Board of Health
Agreement negotiation panel.

Durant announced the town website has officially
changed from an address of “.com” to “.gov.”
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Durant announced Eversource has notified the
town it will conduct scheduled vegetation maintenance
work this spring at 237 Vaughan Hill Road, 85 Alley Road
and 8 Union Church Terrace.

The next meeting of the Rochester Select Board is
scheduled for Monday, April 6 at 6:00 pm in Town Hall, 1
Constitution Way.

Water Main, Erosion Controls, and Pier
Modifications
Marion Conservation Commission

The Marion Conservation Commission met on
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Wednesday, March 11 with a packed agenda. However,
most of the hearings at Marion Police Station’s conference
room were connected to routine matters, many projects
falling within buffer zones.

After approving minutes from their February
11 meeting, the committee moved on to discussions
with the Department of Public Works. The DPW sought
approval to install a water main on Island Wharf Road to
accommodate expansion. The ConCom had questions of
whether the water chlorination process would discharge
anything into the harbor, but project representatives said
there will be safeguards in place.

The Conservation Commission had issues with
some erosion control measures, but committee members
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said the DPW can put more safeguards in place.

A few projects sought replacing existing
structures, such as one on Point Road. Another Allens
Point Road proposed by Creative Property Solutions
applicant sought approval for construction of an
accessory garage and an accessory dwelling unit above an
existing septic system.

ADUs have been popular in Marion and other
areas. The Conservation Commission weighed in on
matters pertaining to stormwater flow.

David R. Hooke Trust on Delano Road sought
modifying an existing private pier to improve access to
nearby waterways. Project applicants mentioned that the
pier does not provide access to the waterways and helps
the area meet today’s standards.

The next meeting of the Marion Conservation
Commission is scheduled for Wednesday, March 25 at 7:00
pm in the Marion Police Station.

Board Clarifies Cottage Neighborhoods
Mattapoisett Planning Board

The March 16 meeting of the Mattapoisett
Planning Board was especially noteworthy as the new
bylaws the board has been working on for just over a
year have been completed. The Public Hearing for a new
Cottage Neighborhoods and Accessory Dwelling Units
were studied one more time before the board voted to
close the public hearing and send the documents off for
legal review.

Several times during the course of the board’s
deliberation in these matters, the Cottage style
developments were referred to as “affordable,” causing
some confusion.

Town Planner Victoria Alfaro confirmed that
the new cottage bylaw is not for the construction of
subsidized units or housing units geared towards income-
restricted persons. Board member Bill Winnerberg
stated, “these are not affordable units, they are attainable
housing.”

A copy of the drafted bylaws is available from the
Planning Board office.
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A continued site-plan review for 92 Marion Road
for the construction of 24 motel units, as proposed by
Sonal Patel /Krishi Kishan Corp, was not heard as the
applicants withdrew the application.

A small land transfer to the Mattapoisett Land
Trust for a lot located at 0 Cove Road was granted under
Approval Not Required.

The next meeting of the Mattapoisett Planning
Board is scheduled for April 6.

Toll Brothers Seek Dock Expansion
Marion Planning Board

The Marion Planning Board met on Monday with
their new member, Sean Sweeney. Sweeney will serve as
a member for the remainder of the term, until the Marion

Town Election on May 15 where he can pursue re-election.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance and the
approval of minutes from March 2, the board had
correspondence with the Zoning Board of Appeals. The
ZBA had received the application of Toll Northeast V
Corp. (Toll Brothers Inc.) for the potential enlargement of
the dock at their property on 78 Wareham Road. “They're
just asking for the existing dock there to be bigger,”
member Tucker Burr said. The dock would reach farther
into the Weweantic River, just south of where Route 6
crosses.

Sweeney, at his first meeting, recommended a
variance or a retractable Special Permit that would allow
the town to maintain a grip on what development is
pursued by the owners. Member Ryan Burke added that
approach not only polices the waterway on the river, but
also Wareham that lies across.

As the dock would serve as an “association
dock/pier” serving multiple homes, members of the
board were unresolved as to what course to recommend
or what permits are needed. Vice Chair Alanna Nelson
recommended the ZBA refer to other association piers.
Chair Andrew Daniel concurred, saying along with that,
they recommend the ZBA puts in wording to prohibit
certain activities like fires and also wouldn’t rely on
the town for maintenance and upkeep of the dock and
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accompanying trail.

The meeting was adjourned, with the next
meeting of the Marion Planning Board scheduled for
Monday, April 6 at 7:00 pm in the Marion Police Station.

Lewis Street Hearing Cancelled
Marion Zoning Board of Appeals

The Marion Zoning Board of Appeals met on
March 12 for their first meeting following last month’s
blizzard. The board kicked off with Chair Cindy Callow
reading the application by Sarah Martin Banse of 90 Main
Street and beginning the Public Hearing for a Special
Permit for an addition to a current non-conforming
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garage to be converted into an accessory dwelling unit
(ADU).

Banse was present who explained the space was
not originally built with that intent in mind, though they
would now like to use it for the owner’s sister. They
explained there was already enough parking on-property
for the additional living space. There would be an extra
500 square-feet added to the usable space, meaning a
Special Permit is required due to the increase in non-
conformity.

The hearing was closed and the permit for 90
Main Street was granted with a unanimous vote of
approval.

Next, it was explained the hearing for Angus
Leary of 19 Lewis Street was again tabled. “We have
been talking it for quite some time,” Chair Callow said.
The chair then read the board’s statement regarding the
frequent delays to their hearings for the property, saying,
“Mr. Leary has been notified via email that this case will
be picked up by the board this week. His lack of reply
can result in the board denying his appeal and closing the
case.”

Members discussed processes used to contact the
owner, such as call, email, and a certified letter, though no
reply has been received. Chair Callow moved to close the
hearing, meaning if the owner would like to go forward,
they need to reapply. It was closed with a unanimous vote
of approval.
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Following the approval of minutes from the
board’s January 11 meeting, they began discussion on
new people-of-interest to fill the vacant Alternate Member
slots for the board. Joan Gardener, the current Alternate
Member, confirmed interest in being elevated to full
Member, though there was not an official quorum for this
action so it would have to wait.

Dina Nichols was one of the two applicants
invited by the chair to see direct boar functions. She has
been a resident of the town for a little over two years.
Before that, she had lived in Shrewsbury where she
explained she had been active in town. As a realtor, she
believed the best way to service Marion would be in the
dealing with zoning and property management.

The next applicant was Anne Morgan who also
arrived in town about 2 years ago, this time from Grafton.
Morgan explained she and her husband grew up along
the shore and moved to town seeking it back out. Coming
from Martha’s Vineyard, she said she had exclaimed, “this
is like Edgartown without the traffic!” She stated she had
been a professional planner for 40 years, serving multiple
municipalities across the Greater Boston Area.

The board approved of and endorsed the two
applicants which then is moved to the Select Board for
them to give the final approval and appointment.

The next meeting of the Marion Zoning Board of
Appeals is scheduled for Thursday, March 26 at 6:00 pm
in the Marion Police Station.

MRC Speaks With UMass Boston
Marion Marine Resource Commission

The Marion Marine Resources Commission
met on Thursday, March 11 in the Maritime Center and
touched upon the Fiscal Year 2027 budget, the harbor
management plan, various capital improvement projects,
and the development of more kayak racks in town.

The main talking point was a meeting with
UMASS Boston representatives about the importance of
implementing a formal harbor plan.

The school members noted that such a plan
would engage the public more. MRC members said that a
plan could help alleviate confusion as to whether the plan
represents an arbitrary regulation instead of something
that people helped develop.

UMass representatives noted that it could
improve access to shoreline, including for those with
disabilities. It was noted the work can also help educate
the public on how climate change can impact future
access to shorelines.

There is funding in place for a master harbor
plan, and commissioners said the MRC would help with
engaging the community while UMass could help with
technical aspects and collect data from the public. They
mentioned that in one community there was a public
outcry for more public access in one area that was once
seen as not accessible.

UM ass said they would like to have a kickoff
meeting with the public in the spring, followed by a
public survey. After collecting data and analyzing it in the
summer and fall, the consultants expect to share a draft in
the fall.

Once the MRC reviews it, it will then go back to
the public, usually in the winter. After that, it would seek
final approval. The school representatives said they have
other options for implementing the strategies.

MRC members stated they are an advisory
committee; the Select Board would get final approval.
Members added that the town’s Open Space plan
is relatively new and might be a good resource to
understand public needs and understanding. UMass
responded that that situation is standard, so there would
not be a need to start a new committee.

The next meeting of the Marion Marine Resource
Commission was not scheduled at adjournment.

Update On Shared Use Path
Marion Pathway Committee

The Marion Pathway Committee met on
Thursday, March 12 to give general updates on the
Marion Shared Use Path, like the path’s current timeline,
land appraisal, and the land swap to be voted upon at
next week’s Special Town Meeting.

Chair John Rockwell began the meeting by

saying, “Well, we have a good timeline right now guys.”
He added there will be a “conflict resolution meeting”
on April 6 between the Massachusetts Department of
Transportation and the project engineer to ensure “any
little things that have to be fixed, they’ll come out of that
meeting.”

Rockwell also said the date at which construction
will begin is currently August 15, though he mentioned
the current grant to fund appraisals/acquisitions for
the project expires towards the end of June, saying,

“It's gonna be close,” but added they have requested an
extension on said grant. Another grant for acquisitions
doesn’t expire until June 2027, the Chair said. He also
stated appraisals can soon begin with ROW (right-of-
way) Appraisal Contracts currently under review.

For the land swap, Rockwell explained, “there
is a three-thousand-foot corner of the Washburn Park
extension that’s being crossed,” and added there is
currently an existing deed restriction that prevents
desired developments without a property transfer.

The property is owned by the town but was originally
intended for use by the Department of Public Works, with
the thought at the time being it could possibly be used for
a DPW building. The original wording of the agreement
means any non-DPW development is not currently
allowed.

The reason this land swap needs a Special Town
Meeting is due to timing, as the delay on waiting to the
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May Town Meeting could push the project past its grant
deadlines.

The Marion Special Town Meeting will be on
Monday, March 23 at 6:45 pm in Sippican School, 16
Spring Street.

The next meeting of the Marion Pathway
Committee was not scheduled at adjournment.

Apperson applied for a Tri-Town Education
Foundation Fund grant last year to advance the work of
the school’s Disc Golf Club, which has been developing
a course on the high school campus since 2022. The Disc
Golf Club hopes to expand the course beyond its current
nine-hole layout into a full 18-hole course on campus.

Initial development of the course began through
fundraising efforts and a mini grant, which allowed the
club to purchase nine simple baskets that have been
temporarily used as targets, or holes. The new funding
will help the club continue its progress toward installing
permanent high-quality baskets and other course
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features, including tee pads, signage and additional
equipment.

The disc golf course supports both competitive
club play and informal use during and after school hours.

Students have personally contributed to the
maintenance and enhancement of the disc golf course,
including in November during the school’s Community
Service Day, when several volunteers teamed up to
remove overgrown vegetation.

“We had over 30 volunteers helping to clear the
course and get it ready for further expansion with more
permanent baskets in the future,” Apperson said.

Early Childhood Coordinator Doreen Lopes
said the project is evidence of the district’s dedication to
supporting creative and innovative ideas that focus on the
students and promote their wellness and engagement.

“Projects like this demonstrate how student
interests can grow into meaningful opportunities for
recreation, connection and learning,” Lopes said. “The
Tri-Town Education Foundation plays an important role
in helping educators bring these kinds of ideas to life.”

Last Sunday’s Academy Awards ceremony had
to have been the least funny in recent memory. Can they
just not hire good writers any more? Are thyey having
trouble finding young scribes who can put together
halfway convincing repartee between presenters? Is Bruce
Vilanch still there? The whole night seemed morose and
off. Conan O’Brien wasn’t that great a host the first time,
and bringing him back just seemed like, “Well, Kimmel
doesn’t want to do it this year, so...” Conan ran Aunt
Gladys-like through an opening bit that took him through
many of the nominated films, though Billy Crystal was
the champ of this sort of thing, plus he always sang a
killer “It’s the Oscars” song. Conan, to me, never seemed
to commit to the bit, or the later one spoofing One Battle
After Another. Alot of his jokes didn’t land, and he looked
more pained than anything.

Adding to the sadness was a heavier than usual
“In Memoriam,” with Crystal paying tribute to Rob
Reiner while a bunch of actors from his films stood
onstage. Robert Redford got to be sung to sleep by
Streisand. Rachel McAdams spoke movingly about Diane
Keaton and Catherine O’Hara and how they influenced
generations of comedic actresses. It was a lump of “See
how much we lost last year” right in the middle of a show
that, though it began at 7:00pm ET and rolled the end
credits by a quarter to eleven, still felt like it was staying
up well past its bedtime. Conan finished the show with
“We love you, Marty Short,” which sent me in a panic to
Google News — his daughter, it seems, recently died.

As for the folks who got to take home trophies,
nothing really struck me as offensive. I would’ve liked
to see Sinners walk away with more gold — as amusing
as Sean Penn was, Delroy Lindo triumphing in the
Best Supporting Actor category would’ve hit just fine
— but One Battle After Another is a terrific movie, and I
can’t begrudge any of its wins. Michael B. Jordan was
a sharp pick as Best Actor in a competitive field; a lot
of people seemed to think Timothee Chalamet had it in
the bag, but that category seemed uncertain, unlike Best
Actress, which I knew would belong to Jessie Buckley’s
performance the minute I laid eyes on it. (Any other
woman winning that prize would’ve been the big surprise
of the night.)

The immediately recognizable baritone of Matt
Berry (What We Do in the Shadows, Krapopolis, about a
thousand other things) as this year’s Voice of Oscar was
a badly needed source of levity; nobody enunciates with
more evident pleasure in the sound of his own vowels and
consonants. (Make him the host.) The new Best Casting
category was claimed by One Battle After Another, though
nobody really seems certain what Best Casting entails — is
it corralling an ace band of actors, or casting against type,
or what? An actor from each of the nominated Casting
movies stood onstage and talked up their movie’s casting
director, which made it sort of awkward when four actors
from the losing nominees had to stand up there while the
winner gave her speech.

Let’s see, what else? Autumn Durald Arkapaw,
the winning cinematographer of Sinners, made history
by becoming the first woman so honored, and the first
non-white woman to be nominated. That’s something.
Frankenstein absconded with some of the prizes one
might've expected Sinners to win, like Costume Design
and Production Design. When Sinners lost Best Song,
despite an energetic if crowded performance of it during
the show, that seemed like an end to the notion that it was
Sinners’ night. Still, no one film dominated too much; One
Battle After Another went home with six awards, Sinners
four, Frankenstein a surprising three. Amy Madigan won
the only thing Weapons was up for, and a lot of contenders
(Train Dreams, The Secret Agent, and especially poor Marty
Supreme, with nine nods and no wins) had to content
themselves with the old “it’s an honor to be nominated”
bromide. I can live with One Battle After Another being
named the best of its year, but then I can always live with
Best Picture even if it’s terrible. The Oscars, as ABC might
find out when they look at this year’s ratings, just don’t
seem that important any more, if they ever did.

Susan Darwin (upstairs at the MAC) is in the
midst of her 10-Year Location Series which increasingly
brings her to remote locations. Susan began her 10-year
Location Series in 2020, turning her attention to a different
location each year and creating 20 paintings annually that
serve as a visual essay of what that location inspires and
what it means to her. In a hurried world, where we are all
caught up in our own stories, this series examines how a
location can have the power not only to define us, but to
awaken us and hopefully teach us to be here at any given
moment.

Darwin says: “This past year took me to California and
up the West Coast to Oregon. I was also able to paint in
Detroit and Las Vegas. One year is not nearly enough time
to cover the ground I had intended with “Cross Country,”
but the assignment nevertheless gave me an abundance
of options to explore. The Location Series is meant to
highlight all there is that is explorable, near and far. I'm
interested in going to places and looking for paintings.

Lou Schellenberg (downstairs at the MAC) shares
paintings that are inspired by decades spent along the
Northeast coast from Massachusetts and Maine to Nova
Scotia and Newfoundland. She is a visual artist who
divides her year painting in Pennsylvania, and Nova
Scotia, Canada. Lou was raised in NY and New England
and has a deep connection to the northeast coast. Living
both rural and city experiences have influenced her life
and work.

The Mattapoisett Historical Commission was
established in 1973 to identify, evaluate, preserve, and
protect the historically significant resources of the town.
The historic house plaque program serves to recognize
historic structures with the placement of an historic
plaque.

In honor of the nation’s 250th (Semiquincentenial)
Anniversary, the Historical Commission encourages the
residents of Mattapoisett to apply for an historic house
plaque or to replace existing house plaques in need of
updating.

A property must meet two or more qualifying
criteria:

-Age: The structure must be at least 75 years old.

-Historic Event: Structures must be associated
with an event that has local, regional, or national
significance.

-Person: The structure must be associated with a
person or persons who have made a notable contribution
to history.

-Period /Style: The structure embodies distinctive
characteristics of a period of architecture or style and may
be associated with a noted architect or builder.

-Cultural landscape/ archeology: The site of the

structure has an important connection to the local history.

The plaques will display the original owner’s
name and spouse, if applicable, and the date. There is
space for three lines. It should be attached to the front of
the house where it can be visible from the street. Plaques
are informational only and do not restrict the owner from
making changes to the property.
